Comparative Endocrinology of Calcium Regulation

An Overview:

The Comparative Endocrinology of Calcium Regulation series of satellite symposia were set up in 1996, in conjunction with the International Bone and Mineral conferences, which was held that year in Melbourne.  That first symposium was devoted to the comparative endocrinology of calcium and bone regulation, with emphasis on vertebrates ranging from fish to mammals.  Subsequent satellite symposia were held in association with the IBMS in San Francisco in 1998, Madrid in 2001 and Osaka in 2003.  The scope of the meeting was expanded in 1998 to include aspects of Invertebrate calcium regulation, and this has continued into the present meeting to be held in Geneva in association with the IBMS and European Calcified Tissue Society.

The 5th CECR Satellite Meeting - 

This symposium, to be held at the Palexpo Congress Centre, Geneva, Switzerland,

will address the most recent discoveries in the regulation of calcium metabolism in invertebrates and vertebrates, the evolution of the regulatory control of calcium homeostasis, and the pathogenesis of disorders of calcium metabolism in reptiles, amphibians, fish, birds and mammals.  The Overview speakers have been chosen carefully for their expertise.  A provisional programme for the meeting is given below. 

The symposium will commence at 08.30 on Saturday 25th June 2005 and will conclude at 17.30 to allow delegates to prepare for the Opening Ceremony of ECTS/IBMS Conference.  The registration fee is US$150 and includes lunch as well as refreshments.  Full details about registering for this meeting will appear on this web site very shortly. 

Submission of Abstracts 

Abstracts for invited talks and posters should be prepared as a wordprocessed file (Word or WordPerfect) and sent as an e-mail attachment to Dr. Janine Danks (e-mail:

j.danks@.unimelb.edu.au) and will be published in the symposium programme. The deadline for receipt of abstracts has been extended to 29th January 2005. The abstract should conform to the following format: 

· Times New Roman (12 point font) 

· A linespacing of 1.5 should be used throughout. 

· Title (Emboldened, centred) 

· Names and initials of authors (inital first eg J D Bloggs) 

· Presenting Author should be indicated with an asterisk (*) Addresses of authors.   Authors from more than one address should be denoted by superscript numbers (1,2 etc) above the appropriate authors names. 

· Leave an additional space between the final address and the main body of the abstract. 

· The abstract must not exceed 350 words in length. 

· Small tables and figures may be included, but 50 words must be deducted from the text per item. 

The presenting author should indicate whether an oral or poster presentation is preferred, however the committee reserve the right to allocate one of these presentation formats in order to balance the programme.  Abstracts will not be accepted without payment of the satellite registration fee (see above).  Overview speakers are not required to pay this registration fee. References may be added but must be included within the word limit. 

The symposium proceedings will be published on this website.  Only abstracts from registered delegates will be considered.  Delegates who have abstracts included in the programme will be expected to bring a full copy of their paper on disk ready for publication on the website, to the meeting.  Delegates who do not bring this copy will denied access to the podium.
